Worksheet 3: Safe Evacuation Routes


Establish escape routes A and B for evacuation.  
· Route A should be the most direct route out of the building 
· Route B is the back up route.
Escape routes must be kept open at all times and not expose personnel to any hazards such as construction or dangerous chemicals.

After you work on the evacuation assembly site in Section 5, you will need to set an appointment with the appropriate person from your local fire department to make a site visit to check the escape routes and the employee assembly location.
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Make a drawing of your building and the escape routes A and B. 
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
